Latest guidance of children staying at home alone or walking home from school 

A child who isn't old enough or who doesn't feel comfortable should never be left home alone. If this is the 

case, it's best to look into childcare options that might work for your family.  

There's no legal age a child can be left home alone, but it’s against the law to leave a child alone if it puts 

them at risk. Every child matures differently, so it would be almost impossible to have a "one size fits all" 

law: 

Children under 12 are rarely mature enough to be left alone for a long period of time. 

Children under 16 should not be left alone overnight. 

Babies, toddlers and very young children should never be left alone 

 

Online Safety Act  

In May 2024, The Online Safety Act 2023 (the Act) is a new set of laws that protects children and adults 

online.  

It puts a range of new duties on social media companies and search services, making them more  

responsible for their users’ safety on their platforms. The Act will give providers new duties to implement 

systems and processes to reduce risks their services are used for illegal activity, and to take down illegal 

content when it does appear.
